ANDROGOGY
The Move to the Normal

Medicine, psychology and ethics have all
recently made a remarkably similar move to the
normal. Doctors, psychologists and ethicists are no
longer concentrating solely on illness, pathology
and sin. All three respectively are showing an
important new interest in the healthy, the happy
and the virtuous person. Preventive care has
become an important part of the medical
curriculum; psychology has begun to study the
dynamics of a happy individual and ethics has
moved from parsing sins to fashioning a virtuous
person.

Today’s ethical thinkers are concerned not only
with what the person does but who the person is.
All of us face decisions daily (to cheat on taxes, to
stop life support, to divorce a spouse). Those
issues force us to examine our basic moral
principles. They also test our identity or character.
Character is that complex of traits that makes us
recognizable for who we are. “Traits” are those
habitual behaviors that give us our distinct identity.
These habits can be either good or bad, vices or
virtues. Our actions and character are closely
related. Who we are affects what we do and what
we do affects who we become. (As Forest Gump
said: stupid is as stupid does.) For years, Catholics
have tended to divide the Christian life into
separate, air-tight moral and spiritual
compartments. Our moral lives consisted in our
recognizing and avoiding sin, while our spiritual
lives focused on developing wholesome
relationships to God and neighbor. The boundaries
between morality and spirituality are blurring as
attention has shifted from the actions of persons to
persons themselves.

The shift in focus tends to make us more aware of
the moral quality of our everyday living. Our moral
lives go on continually. We don’t switch them on
and off with an occasional hard decision. The
continuous, ordinary, uneventful actions of the day
are the place where the moral life happens.

Every purposeful action affects not only the world
around us. It also affects who we are becoming and
how we might act in the future. If we daily treat
those around us with honesty, truthfulness and
respect we become an honest, truthful and
respectful person. As Christians, our character and
our choices ought to be the dynamic expression of
our experience of being loved by God. We express
our gratitude in the multiple choices we make every
day. (Cf. Richard Gula. The Moral Life. Church,
October, 2004).

THE YEAR OF THE EUCHARIST

The beginning of the 48" International Fucharistic
Congress took place on October 17, 2004 in Guadalajara,
Mexico. The event marked the beginning of a special year that
Pope John Paul II has designated “The Year of the Eucharist”.
He invites Catholics throughout the wotld “to offer joint
homage to Christ, the light and life of the New Millenium.”

The theme for the month of January is “The Sacrifice of Christ and the Sacrifice of the
Eucharist are one single sacrifice.”

In an encyclical letter of John Paul II, “On the Eucharist In Its Relationship To The
Church”; he offers us some valuable insights on the theme of the one Sacrifice.

THE MYSTERY OF FAITH

“The Lord Jesus on the night he was betrayed” (1 Cor 11:23) instituted the Eucharistic

Sacrifice of his body and his blood. The words of the Apostle Paul brings us back to the
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dramatic setting in which the Eucharist was born. The Fucharist 1s indelibly
marked by the event of the Lord’s passion and death, of which it is not only a
reminder but the sacramental representation. It is the sacrifice of the Cross
perpetuated down the ages. This truth is well expressed by the words with
which the assembly in the Latin rite responds to the priest’s proclamation of
the “Mystery of Faith’: We announce your death, O Lord.”

The Church has received the Fucharist from Christ her Lord not as one
gift — however precious — among so many others, but as #he gift par excellence,
for it is the gift of himself, of his person in his sacred humanity, as well as the

gift of his saving work. Nor does it remain confined to the past, since “all that Christ 1s — all
that he did and suffered for all men — participates in the divine eternity, and so transcends all

times.”

When the Church celebrates the FEucharist, the memorial of her Lord’s death and
resurrection, this central event of salvation become really present and “the work of our

redemption is carried out.” This sacrifice is so decisive for the salvation of the human race
that Jesus Christ offered it and returned to the Father only after he had left us a means of
sharing in it as if we had been present there. Each member of the faithful can thus take part
in it and inexhaustibly gain its fruits. This is the faith from which generations of Christians
down the ages have lived. The Church’s Magisterium has constantly reaffirmed this faith
with joyful gratitude for its inestimable gift. I wish once more to recall
this truth and to join you, my dear brothers and sisters, in adoration
before this mystery: a great mystery, a mystery of mercy. What more
could Jesus have done for us? Truly, in the Eucharist, he shows us a love
which goes “to the end” (cf. Jn 13:1), a love which knows no measure.
